Ald. Jean-Baptiste called upon Kevin Lookis to respond. Kevin explained that the research took a 
little while and was done concurrently with Finance and Health. In looking at what other 
communities do, anything that is licensed by a higher authority they don’t deal with. Kevin 
commended the Legal department. He continued saying we cannot call it a license and must 
provide some service. Health department agrees completely. There is a full inspection. Some 
communities do charge more than we do but ours serves as a starting point. There weren’t a lot of 
communities that do a lot of this. Ald. Holmes’ concern is it is essential that we have inspections 
and fees. It’s a protection for the City although it’s not a lot of revenue. Staff recommends 
approval as this because it’s the right thing to do. The Chairman gave permission to staff to draft 
ordinance. Ald. Rainey asked what license is required to operate. Kevin explained the licenses are 
in possession of the individuals. Ald. Cheryl Wollin mentioned the chemical inventory. Kevin 
agreed and stated that most salons do have the chemical separation but not all. Ald. Holmes 
explained to Ald. Rainey that this is the health piece of the licensing. Unsanitary practices carry no 
repercussions as long as the City of Evanston does not license. If we license, we can punish or 
permit. Ald. Rainey thinks our staff situation is pretty grim in terms of follow up. She feels we 
don’t have the manpower to enforce. The Chairman feels if it stretches the city so much we may 
have to pass on the costs. The Interim City Manager promised a report from the Director to 
Council reporting the impact on manpower initiating health inspections at non food facilities.
