Membership Approves Climate Action Plan, FY20-21 Audit

Thank you to the seventeen members in attendance at Wednesday night’s NWMC Board meeting, the first in-person
meeting held since March 11, 2020.

Bike-Ped Committee Briefed on Newly Funded Projects

On Tuesday, the NWMC Bicycle and Pedestrian Committee received an overview of new funding awards for
bicycle and pedestrian projects in the NWMC service territory. These funds came from several federal, state and
county funding programs and the staff report highlighted those that are included in the NWMC Multimodal Plan.
In all, 16 municipalities received over $24.3 million for 26 projects that stretch across 18 miles of the region.

NWMC members that received funding include: Buffalo Grove; Des Plaines; Evanston; Elk Grove Village;
Glencoe; Glenview; Hoffman Estates; Highland Park; Lake Forest; Mount Prospect; Niles; Northfield; Prospect
Heights; Rolling Meadows; Streamwood; and, Wilmette. Funding sources included the Illinois Transportation
Enhancement Program (ITEP), Invest in Cook, Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvements Program

North Shore Technical Committee Approves Coronavirus Relief Funding Allocations

On Thursday, the North Shore Council of Mayors Technical Committee met and approved staff recommendations
for several significant items. The committee reviewed Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental
Appropriations Act (CRRSAA) funding options, which allows the Council to apply pandemic funding to its existing
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Surface Transportation Program (STP). The committee unanimously approved allocating the CRRSAA funding for
the Skokie Boulevard — Lake Avenue Project in Wilmette and the Gross Point Road project in Skokie. This new
funding creates opportunities to fund additional projects or cost increases in the 2022 STP-L program. To that end,
the committee will hold a special meeting on Thursday, November 18 at 8:30 a.m. to determine which additional
projects will be funded. The committee set the deadline to request Federal Fiscal Year 2022 STP-L funding for
Wednesday, November 10, with requests to be sent to Eric Czarnota, eczarnota@nwmc-cog.org. Finally, the
committee unanimously approved revised guidance for technical committee procedures.

Webinars Scheduled to Discuss Lake Michigan Water Allocation Concerns

In July, the Illinois Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) sent notice announcing draft demand
forecasts/allocations to all permittees who draw water from Lake Michigan. The last allocation review was
conducted in 2008 and the current effort is designed to adjust allocations to “meet future demands out to the year
2050.” The proposed allocations significantly reduce lake water available to permittees, potentially threatening
economic development and planned growth in many communities. A number of NWMC members, including
Bartlett, Lake Forest, Lincolnshire and Schaumburg wrote letters to IDNR questioning the proposed allocations
and requesting meetings to further discuss the proposal.

Staff has been working with the Metropolitan Mayors Caucus and our partner councils of government in the region
to raise awareness and facilitate further discussions on the issue. To that end, Mayors Caucus Executive Director
Dave Bennett sent invitations last week to NWMC mayors and managers announcing two webinars with IDNR
Office of Water Resources staff to explain the issue and receive feedback. The webinars will be held on Wednesday,
October 20 and Friday, October 22. The sessions will be held from 10:00 a.m. to noon and are identical, so no need
to attend both.

Last Chance to Apply for the Build Back Better Regional Challenge

The U.S. Economic Development Administration (EDA) has announced the Build Back Better Regional Challenge,
which is designed to assist communities nationwide in their efforts to “build back better” by accelerating economic
recovery from the coronavirus pandemic and building resilient local economies. Among those eligible to apply
include state, county, city, or other political subdivision of a state, including a special purpose unit of a state or local
government engaged in economic or infrastructure development activities, or a consortium of political subdivisions.

The EDA encourages eligible applicants to form regional coalitions to apply for funding to implement a collection
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of three to eight distinct but related projects in their region to build and scale a strategic industry cluster. Applicants
should identify one key coordinating lead institution per regional cluster to lead the concept and projects into the
implementation phase. Funding will be awarded in two phases, with Phase 1 applications for the program due by
Tuesday, October 19.

Metra Opens Public Comment on 2022 Budgets

On Wednesday, Metra released their proposed operating and capital budgets for Fiscal Year 2022. Metra’s proposed
operating budget totals $900 million, which will fund the restoration of service to pre-pandemic levels. It also
includes a pilot program to test a new $6 Day Pass that will allow unlimited rides within three fare zones for a full
day. No fare increases are proposed as part of the operating budget.

Metra’s capital budget totals nearly $263 million and continues investment in railcars, locomotives, bridges and
stations. Public hearings to discuss the budgets will be held in person throughout the region on Wednesday,
November 3 and Thursday, November 4 as well as a virtual hearing the evening of November 3. More detailed
information regarding the scheduled hearings and the budget proposals are available in Metra’s press release.
